(minimum 300dpi on CD) must accompany each entry, together with a Word document of the 
project description. 
 
Entrants may submit more than one entry.  Photocopies of the entry form will be accepted. Entries 
and supporting materials will be retained by Copper in Architecture.  The judges' decision will be 
final and no correspondence will be allowed. 
 
Completed entry forms, A1 boards and CDs should be sent to Copper in Architecture to arrive no
